Adjectives

An adjective is a word or words that modifies the noun or pronoun. They are
used to describe the noun or pronoun in a sentence. Adjectives can tell size,
color, shape, taste, texture, and number, among others.

Examples:

They live in a beautiful house. Ben is an adorable baby.

A superlative adjective is used to compare differences between

three or more nouns.

Pronouns

A pronoun is a word that takes the place of a noun. Pronouns are short words
and can do everything that nouns can do. Without pronouns, we have to
repeat nouns, and that would make our speech and writing repetitive, not to

mention confusing.

Examples:
Sofia loves watching movies. Daniel will play basketball in the afternoon.
She loves watching movies. He will play basketball in the afternoon.
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There are many types of pronouns. We are going to focus on two types of
pronouns, subject pronouns, and reflexive pronouns.

The object of a sentence is the person or
thing that receives the action of the verb. It is the who or what that the subject
does something to.
